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IX Series 2

Relay Control with Speed Dial Button

GENERAL OVERVIEW:

The relays on an IX Series 2 station can be configured to be controlled via a speed dial button on the IX-MV7. This document
will show how to enable the relay control feature on a door station and how to set a speed dial button on the IX-MV?7 to trigger
that relay. In this example, relay 2 will be configured for option relay control. This would be done if relay 1 was used to open

the front door to allow a visitor into a vestibule using the door release button, then relay 2 could be used to open the vestibule
door using a speed dial button.
