Sub to Sub Communication with Auto-Answer

GENERAL OVERVIEW:

When a sub station calls another sub station, the call must answered before communication can start. When a sub station is installed in
an environment where the user’s hands cannot or should not be used (i.e. clean room), auto-answer may be required.

This document will show how two IX-SS-2G stations would be programmed to call between each other using the relay output and
contact input on the station to auto-answer the call from the other sub station.
